The Governor’s budget for 2010 does not 

feature anything for state employees, as 

Maryland is currently in a deficit of over $1 

billion dollars!  SB 264 did pass the 2009 

General Assembly Legislative Session and 

will allow your collective bargaining repre-

sentative (in most cases AFSCME) to nego-

tiate with the state for mandatory service 

fees to be taken directly from the paychecks 

of state employees who are not AFSCME 

members.   

 

However, any service fee negotiated will 

have to be part of an MOU (memorandum 

of understanding), and no MOU is valid un-

til ratified, or approved, by a vote of em-

ployees in the effected bargaining unit.  

Most state MOU’s will expire on December 

31, 2009.   
 

 

So YOU will be asked to vote on a new 

MOU, one which will likely include a ser-

vice fee!  If a majority of employees who 

vote in a unit do not vote for an MOU con-

taining service fees, guess what?  It will 

fail!   

 

So what does this mean?  It means now that 

service fees are a reality, you must make 

sure you vote on the next MOU!  Watch for 

any notice of the ratification process, and 

make sure your voice is heard!  Read the 

MOU, ask questions, and look for the ser-

vice fee provisions.  Know your rights - if 

you are opposed, you have a right to vote 

against ratification.   

 

MCEA’s duty is to educate all state employ-

ees on their rights and on the realities of 

service fees.  Please remember this.  We 

will not steer you wrong, and have always 

been on your side.  Please join MCEA and 

recruit as many new members as you can so 

we can all continue to advocate for and edu-

cate state employees.  United we stand!
